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NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest
Rules and Eligibility**
Eligibility
1. All dues paying NYSAGD members in good standing (active, associate, affiliate, resident, and  recent graduate members) including emeritus and retired members, are invited to participate in the NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest, which runs from April 1, 2018 through December 31, 2018. Student members are not eligible for this contest.
2. A new member is officially credited to you once his or her application and dues payment have been fully processed by the AGD Headquarters office. To receive credit for recruiting a new member, you must communicate your AGD Member ID number, your name, and the name of the new member to the AGD at the time he or she joins.  New member must be a constituent member of NYSAGD.
3. Applications and dues payments for the new members must be received and processed by the AGD Headquarters office on or before December 31, 2018, in order to qualify you for recruiter recognition and prizes in the NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest.* Those processed after December 31, 2018, will not be applied toward the NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest. 
*Mailed applications and payments may take as many as three weeks to fully process. For fastest processing, fax applications and credit card payments to 312.335.3443. Should you choose to mail applications and payments to the AGD Headquarters office, postmark all materials no later than December 31, 2018, to guarantee credit in the NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest.
4. To qualify for recruiter recognition prizes in the NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest, you must be a dues paying NYSAGD member in good standing as specified above. Additionally, each new member you recruit must join the AGD as an active, associate, or affiliate member and be a constituent member of NYSAGD.

An active general dentist member is defined as one of the following:
· A dentist who graduated from an accredited dental school in the United States or Canada; or
· A dentist who has successfully completed an accredited general practice residency (GPR) or advanced education in general dentistry (AEGD) program in the United States or Canada.
An associate member is defined as a dentist who graduated from an accredited dental school and holds a license to practice dentistry in any state or territory in the United States or Canada but is practicing as a specialist rather than a general dentist.

An affiliate member is defined as a person not eligible for any other type of membership in the AGD but who supports the aims and objectives of the organization.

How to Participate

1. To receive credit in the NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest, for each qualifying new member you recruit to the AGD between April 1, 2018 through December 31, 2018, you must communicate your AGD Member ID number, your name, and the name of the new member to the AGD at the time he or she joins using one or more of the following methods:

· In the “Referral Information” box on the new member’s paper application;
· In Step 2 of his or her online application;
· Via an Online Referral Form submission (found under “Recruiter Resources” on AGD website);
· In an email sent to refer@agd.org; or

· Via verbal communication to an AGD Membership Services Representative at the time your new member joins over the phone.

2. Each NYSAGD member who participates in the NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest will receive email notifications confirming the name(s) of the qualifying new member(s) he or she has recruited to the AGD since April 1, 2018. To ensure that you receive these email notifications, please update your online AGD member profile with your permanent, personal email address.
You can also track your progress by checking the “NYSAGD Recruiter Leaderboard” at www.nysagd.org which will be updated monthly to reflect the total number of qualifying new members all eligible participants have recruited to the AGD since April 1, 2018.
3. Winners may choose to decline their prize and NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest will instead make a donation of the prize to be auctioned at a later date for the NYSAGD Fund.  Winners acknowledge that a donation in lieu of a prize does not represent taxable income and is, therefore, not eligible as a tax deduction for the recruiter.
4. All NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest prizes may be used by the winning recruiter or gifted to another NYSAGD member in good standing.
Official Prizes and Contest Rules

No purchase necessary.

1. To Enter: The NYSAGD’s Recruit-a-Member Contest runs from April 1, 2018 through December 31, 2018. To be eligible, participants must recruit one (1) or more qualifying new members to the AGD.  The odds of participant winning increases with the number of qualifying new members recruited.  No outside entries will be accepted.
2. Drawing: On or about January 20, 2019, all qualifying entries will be verified by the staff at the NYSAGD Headquarters. The participant who has recruited the most number of qualifying new members to NYSAGD will win the First Prize, the participant with the second most number of qualifying new members to NYSAGD will win the Second Prize, and the participant with the third most number of qualifying new members to NYSAGD will win the Third Prize. In the event of a tie, where an equal number of qualifying new members were recruited to the NYSAGD by top participants, a random drawing will be made by a staff at NYSAGD Headquarters and the order of the drawing will determine the winner (For example:  If there was a 3-way tie for the First Prize, the first name drawn will win First Prize, the second name drawn will win Second Prize, and so forth).
